The Temple and the Cross
•	 Layout of the Temple mirrors the cross and the plan of salvation
•	 Death – Burial – Resurrection
•	 Acts 2:38

Feast Days 
•	 Spring Feasts:

•	 Passover – the Lamb Slain
•	 Unleavened Bread – Jesus’ sinless life
•	 First Fruits – Jesus’ resurrection
•	 7 Weeks – Pentecost!

•	 Fall Feasts:
•	 Trumpets – Jesus’ return
•	 Day of Atonement – end of tribulation (Israel’s repentance)
•	 Tabernacles – Millennial Reign

The Law vs. the New Law in Jesus
•	 Original 10 Commandments
•	 Then…. 613 total
•	 248 positive laws (should do)
•	 365 negative laws (should not do)
•	 3 categories: moral, ceremonial, and civil/judicial
•	 Why so many laws? 
•	 Matthew 19:3-8 hardness of the heart
•	 Jesus came to fulfill the Law. (Matt 5:17, Rom 3:20, Rom 8:3, Jam 2:10, Gal 3:10-11, Acts 15:10) 
•	 God’s will in the Law? (Matt 25:41, Isa 5:14, 2 Pet 3:9)
•	 Jesus simplified it all down to TWO (Matt 22:36-40)

God just wants the Garden back
•	 Genesis 3:8 – sin destroys perfect fellowship

What will heaven be like?
•	 Rev 21:1-4, 2 Pet 3:10-13, 1 Cor 15:50-58, 1 John 3:1-3, Rev 22:1-5, Rev 7:13-17, John 14: 1-3, Isa 25: 8-9

Count it all JOY – Retirement benefits
•	 Jam 1:2, Acts 5:41, John 16:33, Hebrews 12:1, John 3:16
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Things to Think About (Discussion Questions):
•	 We are uniquely made in God’s image, what responsibility does this give us in how we treat this world 

and each other? 
•	 What happens when humanity decides to define “good and evil” for themselves instead of trusting 

God’s design?
•	 Sin broke our relationship with a holy God, with each other, and with creation itself. Where do we see 

the evidence of this in our world today? 
•	 We often think of salvation as just “going to heaven when I die”. How does the Bible’s actual narrative 

show God bringing His Kingdom and healing to the earth?
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
